Village Councils were formed in the 2 villages. 8
council meetings were organized in total.

The council members are very cooperative, they have
arranged places for conducting supervised. They are key
players in motivating parents to send their children to school.
They have also informed about the progress of the center to
panchayat leaders who assured them support in future.

A total of 23 parents meeting were conducted during
the period and on an average 10 members were
participated in the meetings.

The parents were able to understand the academic
performance of children. 30% of parents are attending
parents cum teacher meeting at school. They are assisting
children to the center. 50% of parents reported that they are
providing nutritious food to the children.

In all the five villages, 4 special coaching classes were
conducted especially during examination time. All
the children at supervised study center attended
special coaching classes

Every Saturday of the week, games and sports day
was conducted at 2 villages of SAC. 2 Inter-village
level and 1 Children festival is conducted. 60 children
and 40 parents were presented in the event

65% of children scored good marks. The school teachers
reported that there has been 60% of increase in number of
children performing well at exam.

The sports and games have enhanced team spirit among the
children and good rapport wad built with the local school
authorities was built through these activities. The visibility of
the project is seen through the children festival during which
the children performed cultural activities and displayed their
art work such as drawings, clay toys, cardboard art, etc.

38 village meeting were organized and on average
11 people were present for the meetings. The
villagers were educated about changes that they can
make to the village.

The villagers were able to identify the problem at the village
level. They have taken initiative to clean the village premises
and also to plan to raise the kitchen garden around their
houses. 3 villagers got aadhar card, 2 villagers got Ration card.
The villagers of Darga Center villagers approached panchayat
officials and got the bore-well repaired.
